X4 lanes transmit bandwidth up to 32GT/s and Serial ATA v3.0 transmit speed
up to 6Gbps. This adapter improves system speed, and the efficiency of office
and entertainment.

Hardware installation

Please first install the M.2 M Key SSD and M.2 B Key SSD into the NVMe
adapter; then follow these steps:

1. Turn Off the power of your computer.

2. Unplug the power cord and remove your computer’s cover.

3. Toinstall the card, carefully align the card’s bus connector with the selected
PCle slot on the motherboard. Push the board down firmly.

4. Used the SATA cable to connect NVMe adapter to the motherboard SATA
port

5. Replace the slot bracket’s holding screw to secure the card.

6. Replace the computer cover and reconnect the power cord.
