Sensitivity refers to the distance the cursor will travel based on how far the mouse moved. The
higher the DPI, the farther the cursor will travel given the same distance of mouse movement.

By default, the X-axis (horizontal) and Y-axis (vertical) use the same sensitivity values. However,
you may set different sensitivity values to each of the axes by selecting the Enable X-Y Sensitivity
option.

A sensitivity stage is a preset sensitivity value. You can create up to 5 different sensitivity stages
which you can cycle through using the sensitivity stage up/down buttons. You may use the Enable
X-Y Sensitivity concurrently with this option.

The higher the polling rate, the more often the computer receives information about the status of
your mouse, thus increasing the mouse pointer’s reaction time. You can switch between 125Hz
(8ms), 500Hz (2ms) and 1000Hz (1ms) by selecting your desired polling rate on the dropdown
menu.

To get the ultimate experience in movement and control, we highly recommend a premium mouse
mat from Razer. Some surfaces will cause undue wear on the feet requiring constant care and
eventual replacement.

Do note that the sensor of the Razer Viper Ultimate is 'tuned’ or optimized especially for the Razer
mouse mats. This means that the sensor has been tested extensively to confirm that the Razer
Viper Ultimate reads and tracks best on Razer mouse mats.
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
